M. Bache, USN, was a brother of Alexander Dallas Bache, second Superintendent of the Coast
Survey.

Caswell. Named for Alexis Caswell (1799-1877), Professor of Mathematics and Natural Philosophy
at Brown University from 1828-1863; President of Brown from 1868-1872; then a trustee.

Dana. Named for American geologist James Dwight Dana, 1813-1895.

Endeavor. Originally built during the Civil War as a Confederate gunboat and named the Lady
Davis. While still on stocks, set on fire and damaged when Union forces captured Norfolk. Vessel
completed and named General Curtis. Eventually sold to the Coast Survey for $20 on March 8,
1867. Renamed Endeavor.
